The difference between the coded and value based question is importa
when it comes to recodes, as the idea of adding statistical values is only
really valid for recodes based upon coded questions.

For value based questions, if you make a recode, mTAB will automaticall
note that they are value based, and if you try to run statistics from that

recode, it will do so, using the values provided by each respondent. This
ensures that you will always get the most accurate results.

If you try to add or adjust the statistical values on a value based recode,
MTAB will let you know that they will not be used, as it is using the raw
values for accuracy.
